PUBLIC HEARING:

VARIANCE - A REQUEST TO REDUCE THE FRONT YARD SETBACK FROM 35°-0” TO
21’-5”, REDUCE THE REAR YARD SETBACK FROM 20’-0” TO 17’-1”, AND REDUCE
THE LOT AREA REQUIREMENT FROM 40,000 SQUARE FEET TO 36,625 SQUARE FEET
TO ACCOMMODATE A THREE (3) LOT SUBDIVISION AT AN EXISTING
COMMERCIAL DEVELOPMENT LOCATED AT 5462-66 MCEVER ROAD

Applicant Ron Petrie and owner Ok Hui An were present for questions.
City Planner Riker made the following summary:

In 2003, the owner constructed three (3) commercial buildings (A, B and C) totaling 22,829
square feet on a 2.677+ commercial property located at the intersection of McEver Road, Jim
Crow Road and Radford Road. Building A is approximately 6,313 square feet and is currently
vacant. Building B, the largest of the buildings, is occupied by a package store and is slightly over
10,000 square feet. Building C is occupied by a restaurant, nails shop and tailor and has 6,313
square feet of building area.

Given the unique location and site area, the owner desires to subdivide the property into three
lots. In order to accomplish this request the applicant has filed an application requesting a
variance for reduction in front and rear setbacks and lot area.

The applicant is requesting a reduction in front yard setback from 35’-0” to 21°-5” (for Building
“A”), a reduction in rear yard setback 20°-0” to 17°’-1”(for Building “B”), and a reduction in lot
area from 40,000 square feet to 36,625 square feet (for Building “C”). The variance request
corresponds with a final plat map application (see attached plans).
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The property is unique in that it has frontage and vehicular access from three roadways (Radford
Road, Jim Crow Road and McEver Road). McEver Road is designated as an “Urban Arterial”
with Jim Crow Road being designated as a “Minor Collector.” Radford Road is identified as a
“Local Roadway” in the adopted Comprehensive Plan.

The reduction of the front and rear yard setbacks will not compromise any vehicle parking areas
or exterior landscape as the structures are existing and no expansion is being requested. The
variance will allow the owner to subdivide the property into three (3) lots. Private covenants
(CC&R’s) have been provided relating to ingress, egress, maintenance, stormwater detention and
utility service. The CC&Rs have been reviewed and approved by the City Attorney and City
Engineer.

Given that the variance relates to a minor relief of setbacks and lot area and there is no apparent
impact, staff has no objection to the request.

There were no public comments or questions from the Council.
Mayor Hirling closed the Public Hearing at 9:40 a.m.
